[bookmark: _GoBack]Key Terms and Definitions
Auto-ethnography: approach in which the ethnographer uses self-reflection in their research and writing and includes analysis of personal and autobiographical experience to understand cultural, social, and political experiences.  
Expert witness: a person who testifies at a trial based on their specialist knowledge in a field relevant to the case. 
Intimate ethnography: an approach to research in which anthropologists are deeply personally connected to the people they are writing about, through their dual relationship of family member and ethnographer. 
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
