Entry into Force: 2 Decenber 1983
The Hi gh Contracting Parties,

Recal ling that every State has the duty, in confornmity with the Charter
of the United Nations, to refrain in its international relations fromthe
threat or use of force against the sovereignty, territorial integrity or
political independence of any State, or in any other manner inconsistent
with the purposes of the United Nations.

Further recalling the general principle of the protection of the civilian
popul ati on agai nst the effects of hostilities,

Basi ng thensel ves on the principle of international |aw that the right of
the parties to an armed conflict to choose nethods or means of warfare is
not unlimted, and on the principle that prohibits the enploynent in
armed conflicts of weapons, projectiles and naterial and net hods of
warfare of a nature to cause superfluous injury or unnecessary suffering,

Also recalling that it is prohibited to enploy nethods or neans of
warfare which are intended, or nmay be expected, to cause w despread,
| ong-term and severe danage to the natural environnent,

Confirming their determination that in cases not covered by this
Convention and its annexed Protocols or by other internationa

agreenments, the civilian popul ation and the conbatants shall at all tines
remai n under the protection and authority of the principles of
international |aw derived fromestablished custom fromthe principles of
humanity and fromthe dictates of public conscience,

Desiring to contribute to international detente, the ending of the arns
race and the building of confidence anong States, and hence to the
realization of the aspiration of all peoples to live in peace,

Recogni zi ng the inportance of pursuing every effort which nay contribute
to progress towards general and conpl ete disarnmanment under strict and
ef fective international control

Reaffirm ng the need to continue the codification and progressive
devel opnent of the rules of international |aw applicable in arned
conflict,

Wshing to prohibit or restrict further the use of certain conventiona
weapons and believing that the positive results achieved in this area may
facilitate the main tal ks on disarmanent with a viewto putting an end to
the production, stockpiling and proliferation of such weapons,

Enphasi zing the desirability that all States become parties to this
Convention and its annexed Protocols, especially the mlitarily
significant States

Bearing in mnd that the General Assenbly of the United Nations and the
United Nations Di sarmanent Conmi ssion rmay deci de to exani ne the question
of a possible broadening of the scope of the prohibitions and
restrictions contained in this Convention and its annexed Protocols,

Furt her bearina in mnd that the Commttee on D sarnmanent nav decide to
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restrict the use of certain conventional weapons,
Have agreed as foll ows:
Article 1
Scope of application

This Convention and its annexed Protocols shall apply in the situations
referred to in Article 2 cormmon to the Geneva Conventions of 12 August
1949 for the Protection of War Victins, including any situation described
in paragraph 4 of Article 1 of Additional Protocol | to these

Conventi ons.

Article 2
Rel ations with other international agreenents

Nothing in this Convention or its annexed Protocols shall be interpreted
as detracting fromother obligations inposed upon the H gh Contracting
Parties by international humanitarian |aw applicable in armed conflict.

Article 3
Si gnat ure

Thi s Convention shall be open for signature by all States at United
Nati ons Headquarters in New York for a period of twelve nonths from 10
April 1981.

Article 4
Ratification, acceptance, approval or accession

1. This Convention is subject to ratification, acceptance or approval by
the Signatories. Any State which has not signed this Convention nmay
accede to it.

2. The instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession
shal | be deposited with the Depositary.

3. Expressions of consent to be bound by any of the Protocols annexed to
this Convention shall be optional for each State, provided that at the
time of the deposit of its instrunent of ratification, acceptance or
approval of this Convention or of accession thereto, that State shal
notify the Depositary of its consent to be bound by any two or nore of

t hese Protocol s.

4. At any time after the deposit of its instrument of ratification
acceptance or approval of this Convention or of accession thereto, a
State may notify the Depositary of its consent to be bound by any annexed
Protocol by which it is not already bound.

5. Any Protocol by which a High Contracting Party is bound shall for that
Party forman integral part of this Convention.

Article 5
Entry into force
1. This Convention shall enter into force six nonths after the date of

deposit of the twentieth instrument of ratification, acceptance, approva
or accession.
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2. For any State which deposits its instrument of ratification
acceptance, approval or accession after the date of the deposit of the
twentieth instrunent of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession
this Convention shall enter into force six nonths after the date on which
that State has deposited its instrunent of ratification, acceptance,
approval or accession

3. Each of the Protocols annexed to this Convention shall enter into
force six nonths after the date by which twenty States have notified
their consent to be bound by it in accordance with paragraph 3 or 4 of
Article 4 of this Convention

4. For any State which notifies its consent to be bound by a Protocol
annexed to this Convention after the date by which twenty States have
notified their consent to be bound by it, the Protocol shall enter into
force six nonths after the date on which that State has notified its
consent so to be bound.

Article 6
Di sseni nati on

The Hi gh Contracting Parties undertake, in tine of peace as in tine of
armed conflict, to disseminate this Convention and those of its annexed
Protocol s by which they are bound as widely as possible in their
respective countries and, in particular, to include the study thereof in
their programmes of military instruction, so that those instrunments nmay
become known to their arned forces.

Article 7
Treaty relations upon entry into force of this Convention

1. When one of the parties to a conflict is not bound by an annexed
Protocol, the parties bound by this Convention and that annexed Protocol
shall remain bound by themin their nutual relations.

2. Any High Contracting Party shall be bound by this Convention and any
Prot ocol annexed thereto which is in force for it, in any situation
contenplated by Article 1, in relation to any State which is not a party
to this Convention or bound by the rel evant annexed Protocol, if the

| atter accepts and applies this Convention or the relevant Protocol, and
so notifies the Depositary.

3. The Depositary shall inmediately informthe Hi gh Contracting Parties
concerned of any notification received under paragraph 2 of this Article.

4. This Convention, and the annexed Protocols by which a H gh Contracting
Party is bound, shall apply with respect to an arnmed conflict agai nst
that Hi gh Contracting Party of the type referred to in Article 1,
paragraph 4, of Additional Protocol | to the Geneva Conventions of 12
August 1949 for the Protection of War Victins:

(a) where the High Contracting Party is also a party to Additiona

Protocol | and an authority referred to in Article 96, paragraph 3, of
that Protocol has undertaken to apply the Geneva Conventi ons and
Addi tional Protocol | in accordance with Article 96, paragraph 3, of the

said Protocol, and undertakes to apply this Convention and the rel evant
annexed Protocols in relation to that conflict; or

(b) where the High Contracting Party is not a party to Additiona
Protocol | and an authority of the type referred to in subparagraph (a)
ahove accents and aoolies the obliaations of the Geneva Conventions and

conflict. Such an acceptance and application shall have in relation to
that conflict the follow ng effects:

(i) the Geneva Conventions and this Convention and its rel evant
annexed Protocols are brought into force for the parties to
the conflict with imedi ate effect;

(ii) the said authority assumes the sane rights and obligations as
t hose whi ch have been assunmed by a High Contracting Party to
t he Geneva Conventions, this Convention and its rel evant
annexed Protocols; and

(iii) t he CGeneva Conventions, this Convention and its rel evant
annexed Protocols are equally binding upon all parties to the
conflict.

The Hi gh Contracting Party and the authority nay al so agree to accept and
apply the obligations of Additional Protocol | to the Geneva Conventions
on a reciprocal basis.

Article 8
Revi ew and anendnents

1. (a) At any tine after the entry into force of this Convention any High
Contracting Party may propose anmendnents to this Convention or any
annexed Protocol by which it is bound. Any proposal for an amendnent

shal | be comunicated to the Depositary, who shall notify it to all the
Hi gh Contracting Parties and shall see their views on whether a
conference shoul d be convened to consider the proposal. If a ngjority,
that shall not be less than eighteen of the High Contracting Parties so
agree, he shall pronptly convene a conference to which all High
Contracting Parties shall be invited. States not parties to this
Convention shall be invited to the conference as observers.

(b) Such a conference nay agree upon anmendnents which shall be
adopted and shall enter into force in the same manner as this Convention
and the annexed Protocols, provided that amendnents to this Convention
may be adopted only by the High Contracting Parties and that anmendnments
to a specific annexed Protocol may be adopted only by the High
Contracting Parties which are bound by that Protocol

2. (a) At any time after the entry into force of this Convention any Hi gh
Contracting Party may propose additional protocols relating to other

cat egories of conventional weapons not covered by the existing annexed
Protocol s. Any such proposal for an additional protocol shall be

communi cated to the Depositary, who shall notify it to all the High
Contracting Parties in accordance with subparagraph 1 (a) of this
Article. If a majority, that shall not be | ess than eighteen of the High
Contracting Parties so agree, the Depositary shall pronptly convene a
conference to which all States shall be invited

(b) Such a conference nay agree, with the full participation of al
States represented at the conference, upon additional protocols which
shal |l be adopted in the sanme manner as this Convention, shall be annexed
thereto and shall enter into force as provided in paragraphs 3 and 4 of
Article 5 of this Convention

3. (a) |If, after a period of ten years following the entry into force of
this Convention, no conference has been convened in accordance with
subparagraph 1 (a) or 2 (a) of this Article, any H gh Contracting Party
may request the Depositary to convene a conference to which all High
Contractina Parties shall be invited to review the scone and oberation of
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proposal for amendnments of this Convention or of the existing Protocols.
States not Parties to this Convention shall be invited as observers to
the conference. The conference may agree upon anendments which shall be
adopted and enter into force in accordance with subparagraph 1 (b) above.

(b) At such conference consideration my al so be given to any proposa
for additional protocols relating to other categories of conventiona
weapons not covered by the existing annexed Protocols. Al States
represented at the conference may participate fully in such
consideration. Any additional protocols shall be adopted in the sane
manner as this Convention, shall be annexed thereto and shall enter into
force as provided in paragraphs 3 and 4 of Article 5 of this Convention

(c) Such a conference may consi der whether provision should be nade
for the convening of a further conference at the request of any High
Contracting Party if, after a simlar period to that referred to in
subparagraph 3 (a) of this Article, no conference has been convened in
accordance with subparagraph 1 (a) or 2 (a) of this Article.

Article 9
Denunci ati on

1. Any High Contracting Party may denounce this Convention or any of its
annexed Protocols by so notifying the Depositary.

2. Any such denunciation shall only take effect one year after receipt by
the Depositary of the notification of denunciation. If, however, on the
expiry of that year the denouncing H gh Contracting Party is engaged in
one of the situations referred to in Article 1, the Party shall continue
to be bound by the obligations of this Convention and of the rel evant
annexed Protocols until the end of the arnmed conflict or occupation and,
in any case, until the term nation of operations connected with the fina
rel ease, repatriation or re-establishnent of the person protected by the
rules of international |aw applicable in armed conflict, and in the case
of any annexed Protocol containing provisions concerning situations in
whi ch peace- keepi ng, observation or sinmilar functions are perfornmed by
United Nations forces or nmissions in the area concerned, until the

term nation of those functions.

3. Any denunciation of this Convention shall be considered as al so
applying to all annexed Protocols by which the denouncing High
Contracting Party is bound.

4. Any denunci ation shall have effect only in respect of the denouncing
H gh Contracting Party.

5. Any denunciation shall not affect the obligations already incurred, by
reason of an arned conflict, under this Convention and its annexed
Protocol s by such denouncing High Contracting Party in respect of any act
comritted before this denunciation becones effective.

Article 10

Depositary

1. The Secretary-Ceneral of the United Nations shall be the Depositary of
this Convention and of its annexed Protocol s.

2. In addition to his usual functions, the Depositary shall inform al
St ates of:

(a) sianatures affixed to this Convention under Article 3:
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(b) deposits of instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval of
or accession to this Convention deposited under Article 4;

(c) notifications of consent to be bound by annexed Protocols under
Article 4;

(d) the dates of entry into force of this Convention and of each of
its annexed Protocols under Article 5; and

(e) notifications of denunciation received under article 9, and their
effective date.

Article 11
Aut hentic texts

The original of this Convention with the annexed Protocols, of which the
Arabi c, Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish texts are equally
aut hentic, shall be deposited with the Depositary, who shall transmt
certified true copies thereof to all States.

PROTOCCOL ON NON- DETECTABLE FRAGVENTS (PROTOCOL 1)

It is prohibited to use any weapon the primary effect of which is to
injure by fragnments which in the human body escape detection by X-rays.

PROTOCOL ON PRCHI BI TI ONS CR RESTRI CTI ONS ON THE USE OF
M NES, BOOBY TRAPS AND OTHER DEVI CES (PROTOCOL I1)

Article 1
Mat eri al scope of application

This Protocol relates to the use on |land of the nines, booby-traps
and ot her devices defined herein, including nmines laid to interdict
beaches, waterway crossings or river crossings, but does not apply to the
use of anti-ship nmines at sea or in inland waterways.

Article 2
Definitions
For the purpose of this Protocol

1. "M ne" neans any nunition placed under, on or near the ground or other
surface area and designed to be detonated or expl oded by the presence,
proxinmity or contact of a person or vehicle, and "renotely delivered

m ne" means any mnine so defined delivered by artillery, rocket, nortar or
simlar means or dropped froman aircraft.

2. "Booby-trap" neans any device or nmaterial which is designed,
constructed or adapted to kill or injure and which functions unexpectedly
when a person disturbs or approaches an apparently harnl ess object or
performs an apparently safe act.

3. "t her devices" neans manual | v-emnl aced nmuni ti ons and devi ces desi aned
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automatically after a lapse of tine.

4. "Mlitary objective" neans, so far as objects are concerned, any

obj ect which by its nature, |ocation, purpose or use nmakes an effective
contribution to mlitary action and whose total or partial destruction
capture or neutralization, in the circunstances ruling at the tine,
offers a definite nmilitary advantage.

5. "Civilian objects" are all objects which are not mlitary objectives
as defined in paragraph 4.

6. "Recording" neans a physical, administrative and technical operation
designed to obtain, for the purpose of registration in the officia
records, all available information facilitating the [ocation of
m nefi el ds, m nes and booby-traps.

Article 3

General restrictions on the use of mnes, booby-traps
and ot her devices

1. This Article applies to:

(a) m nes;

(b) booby-traps; and

(c) other devices.
2. It is prohibited in all circunstances to direct weapons to which this
Article applies, either in offence, defence or by way of reprisals,

against the civilian popul ation as such or against individual civilians.

3. The indiscrimnate use of weapons to which this Article applies is
prohi bited. Indiscrimnate use is any placenent of such weapons:

(a) which is not on, or directed at, a nmlitary objective; or

(b) which enploys a nethod or neans of delivery which cannot be
directed at a specific mlitary objective; or

(c) which nmay be expected to cause incidental loss of civilian life,
injury to civilians, danage to civilian objects, or a comnbination
t hereof, which would be excessive in relation to the concrete and direct
mlitary advantage antici pated.

4. Al feasible precautions shall be taken to protect civilians fromthe
ef fects of weapons to which this Article applies. Feasible precautions
are those precautions which are practicable or practically possible
taking into account all circunstances ruling at the time, including
humani tarian and military considerations.

Article 4

Restrictions on the use of mnes other than renotely delivered nines,
booby-traps and ot her devices in popul ated areas

1. This Article applies to:
(a) mnes other th&n renotely delivered mnes

(b) booby-traps; and
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2. It is prohibited to use weapons to which this Article applies in any
city, town, village or other area containing a sinmlar concentration of
civilians in which conbat between ground forces is not taking place or
does not appear to be inminent, unless either

(a) they are placed on or in the close vicinity of a mlitary
obj ective belonging to or under the control of an adverse party; or

(b) neasures are taken to protect civilians fromtheir effects, for
exanpl e, the posting of warning signs, the posting of sentries, the issue
of warnings or the provision of fences.

Article 5
Restrictions on the use of renotely delivered mnes

1. The use of renotely delivered mines is prohibited unless such nines
are only used within an area which is itself a nilitary objective or
whi ch contains nmilitary objectives, and unless:

(a) their location can be accurately recorded in accordance wth
Article 7(1)(a); or

(b) an effective neutralizing mechanismis used on each such nine
that is to say, a self-actuating nechani smwhich is designed to render a
m ne harm ess or cause it to destroy itself when it is anticipated that
the mne will no |longer serve the mlitary purpose for which it was
pl aced in position, or a renotely-controlled nechani smwhich is designed
to render harnm ess or destroy a nine when the nmine no |onger serves the
mlitary purpose for which it was placed in position

2. Effective advance warning shall be given of any delivery or dropping
of renotely delivered m nes which may affect the civilian popul ation
unl ess circunstances do not pernit.
Article 6
Prohi bition on the use of certain booby traps

1. Wthout prejudice to the rules of international |aw applicable in
armed conflict relating to treachery and perfidy, it is prohibited in all
circunstances to use:

(a) any booby-trap in the formof an apparently harm ess portable
obj ect which is specifically designed and constructed to contain
expl osive material and to detonate when it is disturbed or approached; or

(b) booby-traps which are in any way attached to or associated wth:

(i) internationally recognized protective enbl ens, signs or
si gnal s;

(ii) sick, wounded or dead persons;
(iii) burial or cremation sites or graves;

(iv) nedical facilities, nedical equipnent, nedical supplies or
medi cal transportation;

(v) children's toys or other portable objects or products
specially designed for the feeding, health, hygiene, clothing
or education of children
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(vi) food or drink;

(vii) Kkitchen utensils or appliances except in mlitary
establishnents, military locations or mlitary supply depots;

(viii) objects clearly of a religious nature;

(ix) historic nonunents, works of art or places or worship which
constitute the cultural or spiritual heritage of peoples;

(x) animals or their carcasses

2. It is prohibited in all circunstances to use any booby-trap which is
designed to cause superfluous injury or unnecessary suffering.

Article 7

Recordi ng and publication of the |ocation of minefields, mnes
and booby-traps

1. The parties to a conflict shall record the |ocation of:
(a) all pre-planned mnefields laid by them and

(b) all areas in which they have nade | arge-scal e and pre-pl anned use
of booby-traps.

2. The parties shall endeavour to ensure the recording of the l|ocation of
all other mnefields, mnes and booby-traps which they have laid or
pl aced in position.

3. Al such records shall be retained by the parties who shall:
(a) imediately after the cessation of active hostilities:

(i) take all necessary and appropriate neasures, including the
use of such records, to protect civilians fromthe effects of
m nefi el ds, m nes and booby-traps; and either

(ii) 1in cases where the forces of neither party are in the
territory of the adverse party, nake available to each other
and to the Secretary-Ceneral of the United Nations all
information in their possession concerning the |ocation of
nmi nefields, nmines and booby-traps in the territory of the
adverse party; or

(iii) once conplete withdrawal of the forces of the parties from
the territory of the adverse party has taken pl ace, nake
avail able to the adverse party and to the Secretary-Genera
of the United Nations all information in their possession
concerning the | ocation of mnefields, mnes and booby traps
inthe territory of the adverse party;

(b) When a United Nations force or mssion perforns functions in any
area, nake available to the authority nentioned in Article 8 such
information as is required by that Article;

(c) whenever possible, by nutual agreenent provide for the rel ease of
i nformati on concerning the location of mnefields, mnes and booby traps,
particularly in agreenments governing the cessation of hostilities.

Article 8
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m nefi el ds, m nes and booby traps

1. When a United Nations force or m ssion performs functions of
peacekeepi ng, observation or sinmilar functions in any area, each party to
the conflict shall if requested by the head of the United Nations force
or mission in that area, as far as it is able:

(a) renove or render harmess all mnes or booby traps in that area;

(b) take such neasures as nmay be necessary to protect the force or
m ssion fromthe effects of ninefields, mnes and booby traps while
carrying out its duties; and

(c) make available to the head of the United Nations force or m ssion
in that area, all information in the party's possession concerning the
| ocation of mnefields, mnes and booby traps in that area.

2. VWen a United Nations fact-finding mssion perforns functions in any
area, any party to the conflict concerned shall provide protection to
that m ssion except where, because of the size of such mission, it cannot
adequately provide such protection. In that case it shall make avail abl e
to the head of the nission the information in its possession concerning
the | ocation of mnefields, mnes and booby-traps in that area.

Article 9

I nternational co-operation in the renmoval of ninefields, mnes
and booby traps

After the cessation of active hostilities, the parties shall endeavour to
reach agreenent, both anong thensel ves and, where appropriate, with other
States and with international organizations, on the provision of

i nformati on and technical and material assistance - including, in
appropriate circunstances, joint operations necessary to renobve or
otherwi se render ineffective mnefields, mnes and booby-traps placed in
position during the conflict.

TECHNI CAL ANNEX TO THE PROTOCOL ON PROHI BI TI ONS COR
RESTRI CTI ONS ON THE USE OF M NES, BOOBY TRAPS AND
OTHER DEVI CES (PROTOCOL 1)

Whenever an obligation for the recording of the |ocation of minefields,
m nes and booby traps arises under the Protocol, the follow ng guidelines
shal | be taken into account.

1. Wth regard to pre-planned mnefields and | arge-scal e and pre-pl anned
use of booby traps:

(a) maps, diagrams or other records should be nade in such a way as
to indicate the extent of the mnefield or booby-trapped area; and

(b) the location of the mnefield or booby-trapped area should be
specified by relation to the co-ordinates of a single reference point and
by the estinated di nensions of the area contai ning mnes and booby traps
inrelation to that single reference point.

2. Wth regard to other minefields, mnes and booby traps laid or placed
in position:

In so far as possible, the relevant information specified in
par agraph 1 above should be recorded so as to enable the areas
contai ning ninefields, nmines and booby traps to be identified.

PROTOCOL ON PRCHI BI TI ONS CR RESTRI CTI ONS ON THE USE OF
| NCENDI ARY VEAPONS (PROTOCOL | 11)

Article 1
Definitions
For the purpose of this Protocol

1. "Incendi ary weapon" means any weapon or nunition which is primarily
designed to set fire to objects or to cause burn injury to persons
through the action of flame, heat, or a conbination thereof, produced by
a chemcal reaction of a substance delivered on the target.

(a) Incendiary weapons can take the formof, for exanple, flane
throwers, fougasses, shells, rockets, grenades, nines, bonbs and other
contai ners of incendiary substances.

(b) Incendiary weapons do not include:

(i) Minitions which may have incidental incendiary effects, such
as illumnants, tracers, snoke or signalling systens;

(ii) Minitions designed to conbi ne penetration, blast or
fragmentation effects with an additional incendiary effect,
such as arnour-piercing projectiles, fragnentation shells,
expl osi ve bonbs and simlar conbined-effects nunitions in
which the incendiary effect is not specifically designed to
cause burn injury to persons, but to be used against mlitary
obj ectives, such as arnoured vehicles, aircraft and
installations or facilities.

2. "Concentration of civilians" nmeans any concentration of civilians, be
it permanent or tenporary, such as in inhabited parts of cities, or

i nhabited towns or villages, or as in canps or colums of refugees or
evacuees, or groups of nonads.

3. "Mlitary objective" neans, so far as objects are concerned, any

obj ect which by its nature, |ocation, purpose or use nakes an effective
contribution to nmilitary action and whose total or partial destruction
capture or neutralization, in the circunstances ruling at the tine,
offers a definite mlitary advantage.

4, "Civilian objects" are all objects which are not military objectives
as defined in paragraph 3.

5. "Feasi bl e precautions” are those precautions which are practicable or
practically possible taking into account all circunmstances ruling at the
tinme, including humanitarian and mlitary considerations.
Article 2

Protection of civilians and civilian objects
1.1t is prohibited in all circunstances to nmake the civilian popul ation
as such, individual civilians or civilian objects the object of attack by
i ncendi ary weapons.

2. It is prohibited in all circunstances to nake any military objective
located within a concentration of civilians the obiect of attack bv
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3. It is further prohibited to make any nmilitary objective located within
a concentration of civilians the object of attack by neans of incendiary
weapons ot her than air-delivered incendiary weapons, except when such
mlitary objective is clearly separated fromthe concentration of
civilians and all feasible precautions are taken with a viewto liniting
the incendiary effects to the mlitary objective and to avoiding, and in
any event to minimzing, incidental loss of civilian life, injury to
civilians and damage to civilian objects.

4, It is prohibited to nake forests or other kinds of plant cover the
obj ect of attack by incendiary weapons except when such natural el enents
are used to cover, conceal or canouflage conbatants or other military
obj ectives, or are thenselves nilitary objectives.
