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1. What are the effects of changing contrast polarity on face recognition? 

2. How can we decide if a part of the brain is involved in the processing of 

face information rather than other visual information? 

3. What was the basic design of the experiment – how did this address the 

hypotheses? 

4. What are the major findings of the study – do they support the 

hypotheses? 
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
